To help Regional Council members understand and apply the Open Meeting Law to Regional Council meetings.

· Identify what constitutes a meeting subject to the Open Meeting Law
· Identify the number of Council members needed for quorum
· Know whether you can speak about a topic at a Council meeting
· Understand the public’s rights at Open Meetings, including their ability to speak
· Determine whether an executive session is allowed
· Understand the parameters for conducting meetings by telephones and avoid improper use of email for Council business
